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Homelessness Prevention and Rapid Re-Housing
American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009


Eligible Program Participants
Prevention:

Program Participants must be homeless or about to become homeless AND:

· Have an intake/common assessment to determine appropriate assistance

· Income of 50% or less Area Median Income

· No other housing options

· No financial resources or support networks to obtain or remain in housing

Rapid Re-housing:

Program Participants must be homeless (meet one of the following):

· Sleeping in an emergency shelter

· Sleeping in a place not meant for human habitation

Risk Factors:

· Eviction within 2 weeks from a private dwelling (including family and friends).

· Residency in housing that has been condemned, or foreclosed on, or where high overcrowding results in lease or code violations.

· Sudden and significant loss of income or recent traumatic life event, death of spouse / partner or primary care provider, or recent health crisis that prevented the household from meeting its financial responsibilities.

· Sudden and significant increase in utility costs or significant amount of medical debt.

· Low income <50% AMI
